4) Familiarity with state(s) laws and regulations;    

5) Applicants for Hearing Panel Chair must have completed a Chairperson Training Class to be eligible to Chair an ethics or arbitration panel.
*Committee Members who have never participated as a panelist or sat on a panel in more than two years shall be required to take a 6-Hour Enforcement Class prior to being seated as a panel member.

The Grievance Committee is made up of 9 Members serving rotating three-year terms.
